TASK TWO

30 drawings on paper no bigger than A6

• You will document your summer holiday break through the medium of 
line drawing

• You should use black media only; pencil, biro, fine liner, 
charcoal, pastel, water colour, ink etc.

• If possible, you could also draw with machine or hand embroidery

• Do not copy from images on Pinterest, draw from real life

Techniques: continuous line (do not take the pen of the paper when 
drawing), layering, thick and thin lines, overlapping media. Keep the 
drawings loose and abstract (the weirder the better)

Things to draw: plants, flowers, still life, people, faces (close 
ups) Polite reminder that these drawings do not have to be perfect.
